Letter of Saint Paul to the Philippians (3:s.14)

My brothers,

those things that | used to consider gain

| have now reappraised as loss

in the light of the surpassing knowledge of my Lord Jesus Christ.
For his sake | have forfeited everything;

| have accounted all else rubbish

so that Christ may be my wealth and | may be in him, not having any justice
of my own based on observance of the law.

The justice | possess is that which comes through faith in Christ.
It has its origin in God and is based on faith.
| wish to know Christ
and the power flowing from his resurrection;
likewise to know how to share in his sufferings
by being formed into the pattern of his death.
Thus do | hope that | may arrive at resurrection from the death.



It is not that | have reached it yet,
or have already finished my course;

Brothers, | do not think of myself as having reached the finish line.
